Up to 2010, Rhino-Rack main-
tained its product data in an Excel
spreadsheet which was updated
manually. To produce each version
of the Comprehensive Fit Guide,
the data was exported from Excel
and imported into Quark for type-
setting by the in-house designer.

The production and proofing
processes were both slow and
prone to error.
